e.g.Slips/trips, blocked fire exits, inappropriate use of equipment, faulty equipment, poor housekeeping, sitting on low/small chairs for periods of time.

	· Pupils taught safe use of any equipment.
· Relevant safety briefing given at the beginning of each activity.
· Equipment appropriate for the maturity, experience and special needs of any group.
· Good classroom management.
· Equipment stored separately and out of reach of pupils.
· Equipment visually inspected prior to use.
· Appropriate equipment purchased (bought from reputable educational supplier).
· Donated equipment is not used.
· Manufactures instructions for any equipment followed.
· All scissors have rounded edges.
· Hazards associated with compasses, sharp pointed pencils and paint brush ends are highlighted to pupils.
· Pupils given clear instruction on how to handle and carry items equipment around the classroom.
· Electrical testing of all equipment is undertaken annually.
· Supervision of pupils.
· Fire exits kept clear at all times.
· First aider available.
· Walkways kept clear at all times.
· Spillages cleaned up promptly.
· Hygiene procedures are followed.
· Pupils encouraged to keep work surfaces clear both during and after working.
· Avoid trailing extension leads, etc.
· Store materials which pupils require in a way that easy and safe access is possible.
· Avoid using glass jars to store hardware items.
· Tools and equipment for general use by pupils are stored on shadow boards or mobile trolleys with tool space indicated.
· Clear distinction between equipment which is for general use, that which can only be used under direct supervision and that which is for teacher use only.
· Regular changes of activity to avoid sitting for long periods of time in a small/low chair.
· Use of suitable furniture for adults.
